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In addition to the courses which have been specifically tailored for international students, the Language Centre also offers elective English courses under the AEFIN (Advanced English for International Networking) programme. All students, Finnish and international, are welcome to join AEFIN courses. Notice, however, that some AEFIN courses require that you have at least B2 level proficiency in English; i.e. you should only choose courses which are suitable for your own proficiency level. 


The AEFIN courses are presented in thematic groups depending on their focus. To choose the right AEFIN course, you should first decide what skill you want to improve. For example, if you want to improve your learning skills, choose a course from that group, and if you want to practise research communication skills, choose a course from that group. 








THEMATIC COURSE-GROUPS:





Research communication courses focus on developing oral and/or written skills for international research communication.

AEFIN programme











Learning support courses focus on developing learning skills needed in academic study and/or brushing up existing skills.


Example course: XEN0027 TOEFL preparation











Workplace communication courses focus on developing oral and/or written skills needed in internationalised working life.


Example courses: XEN0023 English at the job market; XEN0047 EU presentations 











Language and society courses focus on developing intercultural communication skills and cultural literacy needed in international contexts.


Example courses: XEN0028 Big and small talk about Finland; XEN0038 Media issues I - British TV comedy; XEN0039 Media issues II
